Getting heat where you want it can be difficult. One way is to use Re-Verber-Ray

Infra-red by AP. Infra-red heat emulates the true efficiency of the sun. It generates
energy that is converted into heat when absorbed by objects like floors and ani-
mals. The energy is then re-radiated to warm the surrounding area by convection.
This is the most efficient method of heating many swine facilities.

Allowing heat to be directed straight to the animals allows them to find their own
comfort zone either closer to or farther away from the heater according to their
preference. This obviously reduces stress and allows for better pig performance.

Heating starts at the floor level reducing the ambient temperature needed to

keep animals comfortable. Therefore, reducing fuel bills.
